plight of the Lost Boys of Sudan.

Puka and Lim, t wo of five Lost Boys attending
P L N U, we re fo rced from their homes in 1987 when
death squads from northern Sudan swept thro u g h
southern Sudan in an ethnic-cleansing frenzy that
turned an estimated 17,000 boys into homeless
orphans on the run.

Both say their week in Holly wood was “ e x c i t i n g ,”
albeit sometimes tedious as scene after scene had to
be set up and re s h o t .T h ey scheduled the adve n t u re
during PLNU’s Easter re c e s s ,April 8-12.

LOST AND FOUND
The series episode invo l ved Ruthie Camden

( M a c kenzie Rosman) and her boyfriend Peter (Scotty
L e ave n wo rth) being stranded after missing their bus
during a school field trip.T h ey are found by
N i c o d e mus and Jacob who not only take care of them
until Ruthie’s father, R ev. Camden (Stephen Collins)
a rr i ve s , but also share the story of their struggle to
s t ay alive.

Puka said one of the things that sticks with him
about the filming is the unreality of seeing his ow n
face on the television monitor. Stephen Collins was
welcoming and humble, said Puka. “He talked with us
l i ke a normal person.”

A re p o rt by T V week.com quoted Brenda Hampton,
e xe c u t i ve producer of the show, s aying “ we had cast
and crew volunteering to help them in eve ry way they
c a n .” In fact, a donation to the PLNU Lost Boy s
scholarship fund was re c e i ved from the show ’s
p roducers soon after the filming.

When asked what is the one thing he hopes people
will come aw ay with after watching the show, Lim say s
s i m p ly :“ To pray for peace for my country.”

'NEVER LOST BY GOD'
Their journey began with mu rd e r, f i re and pillage.

During the late 1980s, w aves of fighters from the
m o s t ly Muslim northern Sudan swept through the
s o u t h , wiping out whole villages in a civil war that
h a s n ’t yet ended. Puka and Lim fled along with 17,000
others boy s . C rossing the desert without fo o d ,w a t e r
or shoes, m a ny died due to dehy d r a t i o n , s t a rv a t i o n
and wild animals.

F i ve years in an Ethiopian camp was disrupted by
civil war there.The boys we re fo rced at gun point to
c ross back into Sudan by the Gila Rive r, i n fested with
c ro c o d i l e s . M a ny did not make it to the other side.
E ve n t u a l ly the boys reached Ke ny a , w h e re agencies
a rranged for them to come to the United States.

About 100 resettled in San Diego County. Puka has
pointed out that although the boys we re lost to their
families and their home,“ we we re never lost to God.”

Puka and Lim are two of five Lost Boys attending

Point Loma. B u ay Tang will graduate in May as a
p remed major in chemistry. Isaac Amol and Mamer
Ajak are sophomore s . Puka is a sophomore studying
b i o c h e m i s t ry, planning to become a phy s i c i a n . Lim is a
f reshman who wants to pursue information systems.

Both plan to return to Sudan when they are finished
with their education.As Lim say s , despite all the
h o rror they have experienced,“home is home.”
