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The campus of Point Loma Nazarene University is situated in a quiet, natural setting overlooking the
Pacific Ocean. Despite its peaceful appearance, the campus is not immune to crime. Becoming aware of
potential dangers and taking preventive measures will protect you and help us keep PLNU a safe and
pleasant environment in which to live and pursue an education.

PLNU Department of Public Safety

The department of Public Safety and campus administration make continual efforts to reduce crime on
campus, but your help is needed as well. We firmly believe that a well-informed community is better
served, and thus safer. Take the time to read this brochure, and stop by the department of Public Safety
for more information.

Incident Reporting

The PLNU department of Public Safety investigates campus-related incidents and notifies the San Diego
Police Department when required. The university strongly encourages victims and witnesses to report all
crimes and incidents to the department of Public Safety at once, regardless of their nature. Prompt
reporting of suspicious activity will deter crime. If an individual’s actions are out of character and you
become suspicious, call the department of Public Safety. A community service or public safety officer
will assess the situation and take appropriate action.

Crimes occurring on the PLNU campus can be reported in person or by calling the department of Public
Safety at (619) 849-2525 any time, day or night. Crimes occurring off campus should be immediately
reported to the San Diego Police Department at (619) 531-2000.

In addition to the reporting of incidents to Public Safety, the following are campus authorities to which
reports can be made. Information from these reports will also be used for the purpose of making timely
warnings of criminal offenses as necessary.

Emergencies

Emergencies requiring police, fire or medical aid are to be reported to the department of Public Safety at
(619) 849-2525. Public Safety personnel will respond to the emergency and contact the proper authorities.
All community service and public safety officers are trained and certified in first aid and CPR.

Residence Halls

As you get acquainted with new friends and the campus, please make sure that you know your emergency
exit from your residence hall. Also, when walking or jogging around the campus or elsewhere, jog with a
friend or in a group. Consider a self-defense class.

Use common sense in areas of personal safety and life in the residence halls. For example, close your
blinds when changing clothes. Don’t loan out your room key. Lock all valuables in a secure area, such as
your closet. If you lose a room key, report it immediately to the resident director.

Shuttle Service

Monday — Friday from 6:45 a.m. to 9:45 a.m., a campus shuttle stops at each residence hall, as well as
other designated stops in the central area of campus. Pick-up is approximately every 15 minutes.
Additional on-campus shuttles run Monday through Friday at the following times: 11:30 a.m. — 1:30 p.m.
and 4:30 p.m. — 6:30 p.m. On Sunday through Thursday from 6:30 p.m. to 1 a.m., Public Safety provides
an evening shuttle van for transporting students to their residence halls. If you need a ride, call Public
Safety at (619) 849-2546. You also can call for a ride after 1 a.m. and Friday and Saturday evenings. If
there is an adjustment in the escort hours, students will be informed in the The Alert. An off-campus
shuttle also exists for freshmen and other students. The shuttle times and services are available by
contacting Public Safety at (619) 849-2201 or 2546. Physical Plant at (619) 849-2320 also has schedules.

Campus Access

During the school year, the population of PLNU is more than 2,500, the size of a small town with its own
vulnerability to crime. Even though a vehicle, such as a car or truck, can enter the campus only through
the Welcome Center, the university’s main entrance, there are other places for a person to enter the
campus.

Regardless of the time of day or night, be alert and aware of your surroundings and exercise common
sense safety precautions. When you park on campus, remember to lock your vehicle. Consider investing
in a steering wheel locking device and/or alarm. If you wish to take a walk or jog through Sunset Cliffs
Park, which is located between PLNU and the Pacific Ocean, it is strongly recommended that you go with
a friend or in a group. During the evening hours, it is suggested that you not use the park.

Campus Guests and Visitors

All campus guests and visitors are required to stop at the campus entrance Welcome Center for a one-day
parking permit. The parking permit is to be displayed clearly on the dashboard in front of the driver’s
seat. This permit helps the department of Public Safety in assisting our campus guests and visitors.

Vehicle Registration

The registration of all vehicles used by students, faculty and staff plays an important role in the safety of
our campus. All students, faculty and staff are required to register their vehicles at the department of
Public Safety and to display a valid PLNU parking permit on their windshield. Freshmen are not allowed
to bring vehicles to campus or park a vehicle in the surrounding neighborhood.



Alcohol, Drugs and Tobacco

Use, possession or distribution of tobacco, alcoholic beverages, and illicit drugs on or off campus is
prohibited. For specific policy information, please refer to the student handbook. The handbook contains
extensive information as well as school policies and regulation.

Weapons

Weapons are not allowed on the campus. Hand guns, shot guns, air guns, pellet guns, paint guns, rifles,
hunting knives, martial arts weapons, dart/blowguns, and fireworks are examples of prohibited weapons.
Possession of these weapons may result in arrest and will result in a fine and confiscation of weapon(s).

Sexual Harassment

Point Loma Nazarene University is committed to providing its employees and students with an
environment that is free of sexual harassment. Sexual harassment is strictly prohibited by the university
and is against federal and state law.

Point Loma Nazarene University strongly encourages its employees and students to report any incidents
of sexual harassment immediately so that complaints can be quickly and fairly resolved.

Students should immediately report any incident of sexual harassment to their facility/site director.
Faculty and staff members should immediately report sexual harassment incidents to their supervisor,
department head, dean, or the director of Human Resources.

Protecting Yourself Against Assault
Although we cannot guarantee that you will never be a victim of assault or rape, there are several steps
you can take to minimize your chances of being a victim.

The following are suggestions for you to incorporate into your daily routine:

On the Street:

1. Don’t walk alone unless you absolutely have to.

2. Be aware of what is happening around you. Know where you are and where you are going.

3. If you walk home from work regularly, vary your route. Don’t be predictable! Walk away from
bushes, alleys, and dark entry ways. Stay in well-lighted areas.

4. Don’t be surprised. Attackers rely on the element of surprise. Don’t wear head phones while walking
alone.

5. Trust your instincts. If you think you are being followed, walk towards a busy, lighted area. Scream to
attract attention, then tell someone to call the police because you are being followed. If possible use
your cell phone to call the police. If you think it is life threatening, call 911.

6. If someone bothers you from a car, turn and walk in the opposite direction. If possible, get a license
plate number. Then when you are in a safe place, notify the police department.

7. When you are walking, keep one hand free. Keep your purse close to your body. If you are carrying

books or packages, be prepared to drop them. Nothing you are carrying is worth your life. Drop it and

run.

When using public transportation, wait for a bus at a well-lighted stop and/or with groups of people.

9. If anyone bothers you on the bus, in a loud voice say, “Leave me alone.” Let the driver and
passengers around you know what is happening.

10. Be aware of who gets off at your stop. Make certain you are not being followed.
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Exercising Outdoors

1. Itis safer to be with a friend or group.

2. Avoid running during the evening hours on the streets away from campus. When running on the track
during the evening hours, run with a friend or group.

In Your Car

1. Have your keys in your hand as you approach your car. Don’t fumble around with your attention

focused on something other than what is happening around you.

Always look inside the car to the back seat and the floor before you get in.

Keep your car doors locked and your windows up when you drive.

4. Don't let the gas run close to empty. You don't want to have to stop for gas in places where you would
not want to walk.
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Be Prepared for Emergencies

1. Carry a flashlight and flares or reflectors and an emergency manual in the car.

2. Know how to change a tire. Make certain the spare tire is in good condition, and that the proper jack
and all its parts are in the car.

3. If your car breaks down at night, put on your emergency flashers and place a flare about twenty feet
behind your car. Remain in your car with the doors locked and the windows closed until the police
arrive.

4. If another motorist stops to assist you, roll the window down a crack and ask him/her to call the
police or a towing service for you.

5. Always keep enough money in your car to make an emergency phone call.

6. Purchase a cellular phone to have with you for emergencies.

Common and Inappropriate Beliefs about Rape:

Fiction: Rape won't happen to me or someone | know.

Fact: One in every four females is sexually assaulted before the age of 18. Approximately 40 percent
of rapes occur to women over the age of 18. Although 87 percent of sexual assault victims are
female, men, women and children...old people, young people...people from every socioeconomic group
and every religion have been victimized. Rape is the most unreported crime in the United States. Every
minute in the U.S., there are 1.3 forcible rapes of adult women.

Fiction: Rape does not happen at schools like ours.
Fact: A rape can occur at any school. The potential is everywhere. The threat can come from people on or
off campus.

Fiction: The rapist is almost always a stranger to the victim.

Fact: Approximately 75 percent of rapes are committed by someone known to the victim. The
perpetrator could be a date, an acquaintance, a neighbor or a relative. These rapes generally go
unreported. In fact, almost half of these rapes never get reported. Any woman forced into having sex
against her wishes has been victimized by rape. If the rape occurs with a friend or relative, the victim
often feels somewhat “responsible” for the act, is unwilling to “confess” it to others, and is discouraged
from seeking professional help.

Fiction: Men rape because they want sex. They are usually frustrated because they have limited
opportunities for sex. Many are maniacs or psychopaths.

Fact: The motivation for rape is the need to have power, to control, and the perpetrator wishes to
humiliate the victim. Forcing a woman to have sex against her will is an act of aggression and violence.
The rapist is angry and feels the need to dominate and uses sex as his weapon.



Fiction: Women really want to be raped. They “ask for it” by the way they dress or act.
Fact: No person ever wants to be a victim of a violent, life-threatening act. Most victims have feelings of
terror, humiliation and degradation.
