The Kyoto Prize:  

The Kyoto Prize – an international award for lifetime achievement – is given to individuals and groups who have made outstanding contributions to humankind’s scientific, cultural and spiritual development. Each prize consists of a 20-karat-gold Kyoto Prize medal, and a cash gift totaling 50 million yen (approximately US$640,000). 

The Kyoto Prize was founded on the belief that humankind has no higher calling than to strive for the betterment of humanity. With this guiding principle, the program is designed to explore the concepts of developing a balance between scientific progress and spiritual depth as exhibited by the Laureates each year. Over the past 27 years, the Kyoto Prize has recognized technology pioneers, like personal computer inventor Alan Kay, cell-phone visionary Amos Joel, and DNA sequencer Leroy Hood; scientists, like primatologist Jane Goodall, ecologist Dan Janzen, and Scripps oceanographer Walter Munk; and artists, like expressionist painter Roy Lichtenstein, dance-theater choreographer Pina Bausch, and the famed cinematographer Akira Kurosawa.  
The 2011 Laureates represent some of the finest minds that society has to offer – they include materials scientist Dr. John W. Cahn, astrophysicist Dr. Rashid Sunyaev, and international theater performer Mr. Tamasaburo Bando V. The Kyoto Prize Symposium:

The Kyoto Prize is awarded in Japan each November 10, and the Laureates reconvene in San Diego each spring to participate in the Kyoto Prize Symposium, a three-day celebration of their lives and works.  The Symposium provides an opportunity for a North American audience to learn about the achievements of the latest Kyoto Prize Laureates through public presentations not seen anywhere else in the world.  The selected journalist will travel to San Diego, California, March 19-23, 2012 to attend the Symposium beginning with the opening press luncheon at Point Loma Nazarene University on March 20 and continuing March 21-22 at San Diego State University; University of California, San Diego; and the University of San Diego. 

The Spring Journalism Fellowship:

The Spring Journalism Fellowship is an ideal opportunity for North American journalists who have attained a level of excellence in their field and who hope to gain new insights into the importance of balancing sciences and the arts.  The program is designed for professional science, technology, and arts writers and editors in print, radio, and broadcast media, including freelance journalists.  In addition to travel and lodging, the fellowship provides specific learning experiences in the fields of the latest Kyoto Prize Laureates through access to the Laureates in interviews, lectures, and seminars. Journalists will gain valuable understanding of the historical context of the Laureates’ works and their impact on our world.   

Point Loma Nazarene University is pleased to make the Fellowship available as part of its mission to provide modern education in the sciences and reflective education in the arts, philosophy and society. Any North American journalist is welcome to apply – please see eligibility requirements below.  The selection committee – comprised of professional journalist(s) and journalism professor(s) – will announce the 2012 Spring Fellow on February 21.
